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This building is a school building in the early Showa period(during the second half of the 1920s and the 1930s).
It is a two-story wooden building with a hipped roof, and it is a stick style school building.
Itis a Japanese-Western mixed building. One of the features is that there is a japanese-style classroom on the 2nd floor.
In1927, this building was built. In 1984, it was relocated here, and the size of the building has been halved.
It is loved by the citizens as a Registered Tangible Cultural Property.
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1 king post truss The king post truss is a Western style roof truss. You can look at the truss from the glass of the 2nd-floor ceiling.
2 ‘gegyo’ A fish shaped object on the roof is called ‘Gegyo’.
Because fish lives in the water, it is used as a protective talisman from fire to ward.
3 decorative roof tile The ornament on the ridge of the roof is decoration.
4 glass windows 1 Glass windows were introduced to Japanese building by modernization in the 19th century. Glass making technology

was not progress as now,therefore the finish of glass was not smooth so air bubbles and unevenness could be seen.
5  decoration on the ceiling  This dacoration was used on the ceiling of the lecture hall. Decoration on the 1st floor ceiling is similar..
6  corner of eaves back board The way the eaves back board was assembled is reminiscent of ‘Ougidaruki’ (traditional Japanese style).

7 glass windows 2 Back then glass was so precious that the teacher had to write down the letter ‘jin’(the initial of school name) to each
glass window to prevent them from being stolen. This also made students treat the glass with care and respect.
8  western stucco Western stucco with hexagonal decoration deorates the siding.

9  Japanese-style classroom  There are tatami mat and alcove. Only a partial decorative ceiling still remains today.
Children learnt sewing skills and good manners here.
10~12 decoration of the Art Deco  Art Deco style was used in various parts. It was popular at the time.
